Eastern Cape Premier Mr Phumulo Masualle led a campaign to tackle attacks on foreign
nationals, he visited the Nelson Mandela Bay Municipality on 23 April 2015 to
reassure foreign nationals in and around Port Elizabeth that Government cares for all
those who live within the borders of South Africa.
